CLEAR BAG POLICY

NEW FOR 2017

Stanford has implemented a clear bag policy to provide a safer
environment for the public and expedite fan entry into Stanford
Stadium and Maples Pavilion. This policy does not change what you
can bring in, only how it can be brought into the facility. Fans may
continue to bring in items such as blankets, jackets, permitted food
and beverages. The policy limits the size and types of bags permitted.
ltems must be carried or fit into a permissible bag. Anyone
possessing prohibited items will be asked to return them to their
vehidle, take them to one of our bag check stations or dispose of
them at the gate.

PERMITTED ITEMS

(no pockets, zippers, compartments or covers)

¢ Blankets

*Umbrellas are allowed in the stadium, provided they do not obstruct
another guest's view or pose any safety hazard.



PROHIBITED ITEMS

Anyone possessing PROHIBITED items will be asked to return
them to their cars, take them to one of our Bag Check stations
or dispose of them in the garbage cans provided at the gate.

* Alcoholic beverages and illegal drugs

e Animals (except service animals)

e Balls, frisbees, whole fruit or other potential projectiles
* Bicycles, skates, scooters or skateboards

* (Cans, glass, hydration packs, thermos bottles, metal bottles
(more than 20 ounces), open containers

e Horns and artificial noisemakers

e Laser pointers

¢ Open umbrellas
